Erasmus+ goes global. It offers mobility and cooperation
opportunities with third countries not associated to the
programme outside the EU, supporting international outreach
and capacity building in higher education.

staff to study and teach at institutions across the globe, and
students and staff from universities around the world to come
to Poland.

Through these actions, Erasmus+ strengthens international
cooperation, mutual understanding, and academic excellence
worldwide.

Polish Higher Education Institutions cooperate with partner
universities from almost all countries around the world.

Approximately 4,000 outgoing and incoming student and staff
mobilities are planned under each annual call for proposals.

The programme helps universities in third countries not
associated to the programme to improve teaching quality
and strengthen management and governance in higher
education.

Through these projects, institutions share knowledge, develop
innovative curricula, promote inclusiveness and build lasting
academic partnerships that foster global progress and mutual
understanding.

Joint master’s programmes delivered by at least three
institutions from different countries — offering prestigious
joint or multiple degrees and generous scholarships for
outstanding students worldwide.
